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HPS Multi-Country Partnerships:

Frequently Asked Questions

1. How do I know if I am eligible for a Health Partnership Scheme (HPS) Multi-Country Partnership grant?
Please read the eligibility statement carefully, including the exclusions on the last page.
2. Which countries are eligible for HPS Multi-Country Partnership grants?

Afghanistan; Bangladesh; Burma; Cambodia; DR Congo; Ethiopia; Ghana; India; Kenya; Kyrgyzstan; Liberia; Malawi, Mozambique; Nepal; Nigeria; Occupied Palestinian Territories; Pakistan; Rwanda; Sierra Leone; Somalia (including Somaliland); South Africa; South Sudan; Tajikistan; Tanzania; Uganda; Yemen; Zambia; Zimbabwe.
3. How many countries should my Multi-Country Partnership cover?

Multi-Country Partnerships must include institutions/organisation from three or more eligible countries.
4. Do the UK partners count towards the required three or more partnership countries?

The three or more countries quota refers only to the eligible developing countries involved in the partnership and does not include the UK.

5. Can I apply for a Multi-Country Partnership grant if I am not from a UK institution?

Lead partner institutions must be UK based. Sub partners included within the partnership can come from any of the eligible HPS Multi-Country Partnership countries. 
6. Can my institution apply as a lead partner if we do not have experience of implementing projects in developing countries?

Unless the institution applying as the lead partner has experience of implementing projects in developing countries your partnership is not eligible for HPS Multi-Country Partnership funding.
7. Do my partnerships need to be in place before I submit my concept paper?

Your partnerships do not need to be formally in place before you submit your concept paper. However, all parties named need to be committed to developing a joint project. Should you be asked to submit a full application for review, you will be required to include in your application signed letters of commitment from all partner institutions.
8. What types of activities will the HPS fund?

The HPS Multi-Country Partnership scheme will fund:

· Travel 

· Communication 

· Training 

· Medical equipment (see note below)

· Minor rehabilitation / refurbishment of infrastructure (see note below)

· Monitoring and evaluation
· Project management staff costs (maximum 15% of total project costs)

Please note: There is a joint maximum on the funds allocated to medical equipment and minor infrastructural development costs that is cumulatively 20% of the total project budget.

The HPS Multi-Country Partnership scheme will not fund:

· Large infrastructural development

· Consumables

· Course fees

· Backfill for UK volunteers

· Staff salaries (with the exception of project management staff up to 15%) 

9. How long before I hear if I am through to the next round?
All partnerships will be contacted within five weeks of the concept paper deadline (29th August 2011). Partnerships that are successful will be invited to submit a full application by 11th December 2011.
10. What do we mean by ‘innovative solutions’?
When using the term ‘innovative solutions’ we refer to either new solutions or new ways of applying/adapting/developing existing techniques or initiatives.
11. What are the maximum and minimum amounts of money I can apply for?
The grants are for £200 000 - £600 000 per year for a maximum of 36 months (3 years). 
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
